WORKCAMPS FOR ENGLISH SPEAKING PEOPLE PROGRAMME 

GENERAL INFORMATION 

Work camps

The afternoons are generally free except for the projects on education and children entertainment, and the school support and when something is planned. It is important to mention that there can be changes on the work camps in terms of locations, but the themes always remain the same. In case there are not enough applications for a work camp, two work camps can sometimes be combined so that more exchanges between volunteers can be possible. 

Food is made by the volunteers and everyone is implied with the various community tasks (kitchen, crockery, maintenance of the dormitories and others). Groups of three or four will be formed for this purpose dependently of the number of the volunteers. The volunteers are placed in joint rooms on the place of the work camp.

Participation fees

The participation fees are 185 Euros per volunteer and per work camp. For the private individuals, they are 285 Euros. These expenses cover the restoration and lodging during the work camp, the reception at the airport, the transport from the airport to the volunteers’ house in Lomé, the night in Lomé before the work camp, the transport from Lomé to the place of the work camp and the charges of the association. 

Airport pickup

We do not send any info-sheet, but we provide airport pickup in Lomé for the volunteers so they are in a comfortable position. Every volunteer who is placed on a work camp should send us his arrival details (day, time and flight number). Upon arrival, they will meet one of the team members in charge of the pickup service, namely AYEH Komi or his assistant.

Caution: 

We advise volunteers not to give any money or the participation fees while they are in the airport, to ask for Ayeh Komi’s identification card even if he carries FAGAD’ signboard, and to ask him for the volunteer’s name.

In case the flight is delayed or the person in charge of the pickup is late, volunteers can call us from the airport and we will pick them up.

THE PRACTICAL ADVICES 

· All the foreign volunteers must remember to make the vaccine the yellow fever vaccine and to take all necessary medical measures before their departure. 

· The visas can be obtained in the consulates of Togo in any country where they are. 

· The volunteers must take along with them mosquito nets, disinfecting products to disinfect water or others, cloths and the covers, the sprays against the mosquitoes, K - Ways and the walking shoes. For the volunteers registered on HIV/AIDS sensitisation work camps, leaflets and condoms. And for those registered on building work camps the hand gangs.

WORKCAMPS DESCRIPTION

1ST Workcamp
1. Dates: 20/07 – 08/08

2. Location: Kayi

Kayi is a village of 5500 inhabitants. It is located in Kpélé-Akata district, on road 5. The majority of the population lives on agriculture. There are also some schools and the nearest health centre is in Kpélé-Goudévé, one of the biggest villages of the district. Its market is one of the biggest and is open on Thursdays.

3. Theme: Reforestation 

Through the project we want to raise the awareness of the population on the benefits brought by trees and the struggle for environmental protection, through the use of green manure instead of chemical ones.

Work to be done: To prepare the soil, to plant leguminous plants and fruit trees, 

4. Other activities:

 Tourist sites to be visited: Dzanipé  and its many beautiful falls, Danyi and its beautiful plains and landscape (visit to Dzogbegan monastery and its round wooden chapel), Mount of Kloto (the view over Volta Lake in Ghana), Kuma Konda village and Viale castle, Mount Agou (the highest mountain in Togo).sites to be visited

2nd Workcamp

1. Dates: 20/07 – 08/08

2. Location: Esse Zogbedi

There are about 2700 inhabitants in the village. There are also structures such as 2 primary schools, a junior high school, a market place and a health centre. Agriculture is the main activity.

3. Theme: Building and reforestation.

The workcamp will be an opportunity to contribute to the development of the village. It will also support education. Through the project we want to raise also the awareness of the population on the benefits brought by trees and the struggle for environmental protection, through the use of green manure instead of chemical ones.

Work to be done: 

· prepare the soil 

· plant leguminous plants and fruit trees

4. Other activities:

3rd Workcamp

1. Dates: 04/01 – 24/01

2. Location: Kpélé-Adéta

Kpélé-Adéta is a town with around 15000 inhabitants. It is the main town of Kpélé-Adéta district and the home of FAGAD office. It is located at the crossroad between Kpalimé-Atakpamé and Notsé-Danyi. There we can find a telecommunication office, a police station and a medical and social centre. The nearest hospital is the Baptist American Hospital, about 4 km away. The German Hospital of Agou-Nyogbo is about 35 km from there
3. Theme: Building

The aim of the project is to provide the town of Adéta with a centre where its youth can gather to exchange information, share leisure activities and fun. For FAGAD it is also the occasion to build a centre which can host seminars, training sessions, meetings and interesting documents.

Work:

· To clean the site, 

· collect sand and water, 

· build the walls.

4. Other activities:

1. Dates: 04/01 – 24/01

2. Location: Gati

Gati is a village of 5000 inhabitants. It is located about 40 km from Lomé and 15 km from Tsévié on the way to Tabligbo. Tsévié is the biggest town in the area. The main activity is agriculture, which keeps 95% of the population busy. There are 3 primary schools and a high school, and the new market is open on every Tuesday. The village has a tradition of wealth. You will find a good quantity of good quality sodabi (Togolese gin) but caution, drink in moderation!

3. Theme: Building.

The workcamp will be an opportunity to contribute to the development of the village. It will also support education. 

Work: improve a room that is to become a school library

4. Other activities:

Popular sites to be visited: the concrete producing factory in Tabligbo, a town

called Aného (on the way to Benin and wherefrom it is possible to go to Togoville with a boat-trip on Togo Lake, one of the biggest lakes in Togo), and the town called Togoville (there is a pond with sacred crocodiles 22 km away, a phosphate site, and a lake with hippos in Lacata).

There are also possibilities to discover northern Togo (with big towns such as

Atakpamé, Sodoké and Kara, Alédjo fault, Tamberma countries, Niamtougou

Cascade, etc.), Nangbéto Dam and the hippopotamus lake.
